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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Introduction

Tn 2003, St. Clair County (County), Illinois, and selected communities created a Co-Permittee
Group to join forces in complying with the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(NPDES) for Municipalities Separate Storm Sewer Systems (MS4) Phase I requirements. As
stated in the original 2003 Notice of Intent (NOI), the County and the Co-Permittee
Communities were to pool resources and work together to comply with the commitments made
within the NOI for the benefit of all within the County.

The Co-Permittee group was active during this reporting period. Significant progress was made
sharing Best Management Practices (BMPs) for document retention, outfall mapping, and
operation and maintenance activities. The Co-Permittee group was active in complying with the
submittal deadline for NOI for the second permit cycle and preparing a plan for proposed
activities for the next five years.

In February 2009, the IEPA released a new ILR40 permit that took effect on April 1, 2009. The
Co-Permittee group submitted an NOI in 2008 but will submit an updated NOI on Julyl, 2009 to
address the changes made in the new permit. The updated NOI will run the course of the new
permit that will expire on March 31, 2014.

Best Management Practice (BMP) Summary of Year 6 Activities

As stated in the 2003 and 2008 NOI, each Co-Permittee Member identified certain activities to
comply with the Phase II requirements. Below is an abbreviated summary of the BMPs for each
of the minimum control measures.

Year 6 (March 2008-Febru 2009):

1) A.1-Develop 3 revised brochures incorporating shared information from the USEPA for
stormwater related BMPs. Brochures will be made available to participating Co-
Permittee Communities.

2) A.4-St. Clair County to sponsor County Fair Booth. The purpose of the booth is to
distribute educational materials and gage the awareness of stormwater issues.

3) B.3- Group will establish will continue to meet to share BMPs, complete reports, and
provide training.

4) B.6- Participate in programs targeted at public awareness, including, inlet stenciling, and
Stormwater Hotline. Track participation and include in annual report. Communicate
events. Include activity highlights in annual report.

C.1- Work on mapping the outfall locations at receiving streams. Review the outfall
mapping completed during the first five years of the permit.

C.2, 9- Complete a survey of ordinance information to address illegal dumping, sanitary
and septic system sewer sources, industrial sources, detection reporting, and enforcement
procedures.

C.5- Inventory the inlets remaining to be stenciled and order inlet marker material. A
standard for inlet stencils has been provided by the County.

D.1, E.2, D.4, E4- St. Clair County is working on ordinance updates that address
construction site runoff issues. Target areas include erosion and sediment control,
managing construction debris, and post construction runoff. Provide update to Co-
Permittee Group on progress completed.

D.5- Continue sponsorship of a Stormwater Hotline. Track and report number of calls to
assess effectiveness in public communication.

10) D.6, E.5- No specific milestone.

11) F.1- Participate in an annual training program for employees whose job activities

potentially impact stormwater runoff. The training will focus on BMPs and
documentation requirements.

12) F.6- Modify municipal operation written documentation as needed to incorporate Best

Management Practices and specifically address fleet and road maintenance, storage and
handling, salting, and ditch maintenance activities.
